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Lake Pend Oreille Journals from the
1860s

Background: In May, 2006, Linda Hackbarth
discovered a series of journals at the Oregon
Historical Society in Portland written by a man
who was at Lake Pend Oreille in the 1860s.
After two additional trips to Portland she has
spent many months transcribing over 400 hand
written pages penned by a man named Seth
Luen Pope. Pope was one of numerous men
hired by the Montana & Idaho Transportation
Company to build three steamboats on the lake
and Clark Fork River to hauled miners and
goods into Montana and British Columbia.
The first boat constructed was the Mary
Moody. Two more, the Cabinet and the Mis-
soula, were built at Cabinet Landing. Pope
was first assigned to work aboard the Mary
Moody. He made daily entries in his journal
documenting the people who worked for the
company as well as those who traveled from
Oregon and other places to the west and
boarded the steamer at Pen d’Oreille City. The
following is the first in a series of short articles
relating to these Pope journals. (Some editing
of Pope’s writing has been done to making
reading easier.)

“The Trip North”

Pope begins his journals on May 12, 1866,
from The Dalles, Oregon. “In pursuance of or-
ders received from Mr. Abrams, Silas Calhoon,
Pat Cooney and myself, after working all night,
found ourselves with team and horses at the

cars in Dalles City. After waiting an hour or so
to get the locomotive on the track and get a
company of soldiers aboard, we got started and
on arrival at Celilo took passage on steamer
Yakima for White Bluffs.” After steaming up
the Columbia River passed Wallula some 30
miles, the trio arrived the following day at
White Bluffs, a tiny port town created by the
Oregon Steam Navigation Company of Port-
land. OSN held a monopoly on steamer trans-
portation along the Columbia and were bent on
capturing trade routes to the newly discovered
gold mines in eastern British Columbia and
western Montana. OSN president J. C. Ains-
worth, along with nine other investors, had
committed $100,000 into the fledgling Oregon
& Montana Transportation Co. Men had been
sent north in ’65 to begin work on the first
steamer. '

Pope continued, “Got up at 3 oclock and after
breakfast proceeded to store our cargo and get-
ting a little work done to the wagon, rolled out
on our experimental town at 8 oclock, first hav-
ing obtained from Mr. Odell a memorandum of
distances from one watering place to another.
We have on our wagon 3,021 Ibs. of freight,
including feed for the return and baggage of
about 250 Ibs.” The men quickly discovered
that the excessive load of supplies they were
transporting to Lake Pend Oreille was a tremen-
dous burden on the team of horses. “If they had
2000 Ibs, it might due,” Pope wrote, “The sand
is loose and the team cuts in an average of 5
inches... we ascend a mountain and within %2
mile of the top we found a very bad ravine and
very loose soil, so we had to dig out our
wheels.”

On May 17th the travelers arrived at Black
Rock Springs about 50 miles northeast of White
Bluffs on their way toward the Spokane River.
Pope comments, “Some of the sage is in bloom.
It has a white and pink blossom, rather a pun-
gent and not offensive odor. The green wood
when broken has a strong, musty smell... On
either side of the valley are ledges of basalt
rock and Silas ... says he has found a spring
which comes out near a black bluff from
whence I suppose the name of Black Rock
Springs.”
