The 1daho Land Board met June 12th in Boise to decide if moorage rental
charged by marinas should remain reasonable. Land Board members are:
Gov. Butch Otter, Sec of State Ben Ysursa, Atty. Gen. Lawrence Wasden,
Controller Donna M. Jones, and Tom Luna. Many Bayview residents, in-
cluding non floathome owners wrote letters to the board members asking
them to support the floathome community. It was reported by a resident
who attended the Boise meeting the Robert O. Holland and Chan Karupiah
were not too happy with the outcome which was in favor of reasonable rental
rates.

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A Glimpse of the Past

Forty years ago this month —June, 1967- the first
of the scale model submarines arrived at the Na-
val Ship Research and Development Center in
Bayview. Built by Canadian Vickers for the
Navy at a cost of $500,000, it was initially tested
at Carderock, MD and Norfolk, VA before being
sent here. This 70's sub, named Kamloops, was
designed to study structural strength;, vibration
characteristics, and acoustics for use in future
submarine classes. The base commander, Lt.
Alex Demitropoulos, watched as a launching
crane became overbalanced and precipitously
dropped the 36-ton craft into the water. It was
brought to Athol by rail from Maryland and
transferred to a truck for the journey to Bayview.
Seven civilian employees were assigned to coor-
dinate the various facets of the Kamloop's testing
program. This model sub was later jointed by
the Kokanee, Dolly Varden and Cutthroat before the
current scale-model destroyer, Sea Jet, came into
service.

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Parking Plan for Bayview

A committee with representatives from the Com~
munity Council, Chamber and Waterford met several times
toformulate a short and long term parking plan for Bayview.

The immediate plan agreed on was to have Lake-~
side Ave a one~way from the north to south direction with
angled parking. 5% Ave would also be one-way traveling
west from Lakeside to Main with parallel parking for cars
and reverse parking for trailers, which would be backed in
and disconnected. The plan also included off street parking
for Waterford tenants. 6t St would remain a two-way for
easy access to JD's. This plan allows smooth traffic flow and
eases congestion at the boat ramp. It also provides increased
parking for Baqview visitors.

Along~term plan is being explored for Main St.
Parking that will eliminate the possibility of track/RV
trailer combo parking taking up 3 car parking spaces.

e recommendation for the “one~way” was pre~
sented to the commissionexs. Upon their approval, a citizen's
meeting will be called for comment/ input. After that the
plan will be implemented with any possible corrections.

Fifty one years ago, fifteen women from Bayview,
Athol and Belmont (hence the name BAB) began a club call
the BAB Fancy Doers as a Kootenai County Extension Club.
In the early years, meetings were held in members homes,
moved to the Old Belmont School, on to the Bayview School,
then to the Athol Community Center and finally to the Bay-
view Community Center where we presently meet. Two of
the coriginal members, Edie Peck and LaVerne Rickel, are still
active members today.

Presently, there are now 55 active members of
BAB Women's Club. Our meetings include a brunch or
luncheon, business meeting and guest speaker. We meet
once a month usually on the fourth Tuesday of the month,
except in Oct-Dec when we meet on the 2nd Tuesday. We
recognize a Woman of the Year in October, and have an
election for four officers in November. This year we are try-
ing an experiment to have two Co-Officers for each position
which enables some of our snow birds to hold office as well.

We have several fund raising efforts during the
year, and all the money we raise is given to the community
agencies!
