CARE UPDATE by Jeanne Hom

At the April 30th, CARE vs IDFG court hearing regarding
costs and attorney fees, IDFG asked to have their tactical ranges used
for their law enforcement training exempt from the court decision. Af-
ter arguments, Judge Mitchell ruled that the tactical ranges are not
exempt and must abide to the decision the same as the public ranges.

On costs, Judge Mitchell ruled in CARE's favor. All of
CARE's costs will be paid by IDFG with the exception of an expert's
airfare. Judge Mitchell decided to "take under advisement" the attorney
fees before making a decision.

The hearing went very well for CARE. Thanks to CARE's
attorneys Harvey Richman and Scott Reed, who presented outstanding
professional legal arguments on the tactical ranges, costs and attorney
fees.

'Report on Landwehr Hearing by Sheryl Puckett

On May 3rd Landwehr Case, Number Z-780-06, was heard be-
fore Hearing Examiner, Lisa Key.

| Three Bayview residents spoke in favor of the development, ten
{ opposed the existing Conditional Zone Change Development
Agreement until preconditions are made. Five of the opposed
publicly spoke on specific issues that need to be resolved before
going forth with the project. A primary concern was having only
one access, which is at Moonbeam Court. The second concern
was that the Conditional Zoning Change Development Agree-
ment has no mention of height limitations. Mr. Reagan, and his
attorney Kevin Holt, from Wetzel & Wetzel, both presented their
plans for three buildings totally 8 units. Mr. Regan agreed at the
hearing to adhere to the two story height limit and have such
wording placed in the agreement. Also, after hearing local resi-
dent's concerns for a second access, Mr. Reagan agreed to
make this change as well. This is an example that people can
make a difference. After the hearing, representatives of the Bay-

| view Development Analysis Committee invited Mr. Ragan to
{ meet with them to work together on resolving these issues. Lisa
