Sub Area Planning Meeting in Athol

Lake Pend Oreille Idaho Club (LPOIC) Meeting
in Bayview

Wednesday evening, June 27th, the Captain's
Wheel's entertainment room was packed for the
LPOIC meeting which hosted Chip Corsi from Fish
& Game. Mr. Corsi reported that he received a
restoration plan from Waterford that afternoon
but had not had a chance to review it. However,
Dennis Scott, of Meckel Engineering, who works
for Waterford was in attendance and spoke about
the plan.

An outfit out of Ohio, Stream Tech, would use an
instrument like a vacuum with a screen on it
that injects water at the same time to remove
the sediment from the gravel. The renovation
plan would be a draft that the IDL, the U.S.
Army Corps, and Fish & Game can add to, and mod-
ify. There is still the issue of what to do with
sediment discharge.

Corsi would like the restoration to begin this
summer in plenty of time to see what needs to be
~done. He said the plan might look good two weeks
into it, but then he may find it is not working
and this is why restoration needs to begin
early. The date to restore the beds is dictated
by the spawning schedule of the fish and must be
completed by the second or third week in Novem-
ber.

Corsi feels the damage could not have happened
at a worse time. One question raised was who is
going to supervise the work? Corsi replied that
all three agencies need to pay attention to en-
sure that the plan is successful.

Someone also asked, "Should contractors doing
work on the lake be licensed?" Currently they
are not, but Corsi said that was a good idea. A
recommendation was made that signs be put up
stating that there are Kokanee spawning beds in

this area. Corsi also felt there is a chance
that the lake's level will most likely be kept
up this year.

When asked what could civilians do, Corsi said
we all need to write letters to people who set
policies. In the end, Corsi said he would be
surprised if mistakes are made again. Whether
the Attorney General mandates additional penal-
ties, Corsi can't say.

Planning Commission Report

At a Chamber meeting held July 10 the Kootenai County Planning
Commission gave a presentation of the County Comprehensive
Plan now in process. They explained that it was a like a road map
of rules, regulations and ordinances which will govern the County.
The Commission would look at the recommendations of the Sub
Area groups and the Overlay groups but was not bound by any of
the suggestions. One problem they face is the shortage of en-
forcement staff.

In regard to Waterford, they are awaiting the new Kokanee
Spawning Ground Restoration Plan which has not been submitted
to date. Until that time they cannot take any action. They also
noted that the attorneys for Waterford notified the Department of
Lands that as of July 1, they would, under terms of a Land Board
policy regarding encroachment, begin a repair without a permit.
The Dept of Lands replied that this policy was specific to private
owners and not businesses and that the Department would take
legal action if the repairs were to begin.

Town Hall Meeting Planned

There will be a Town Hall Meeting at the Bayview Community
Center on August 29" at 6pm which will be attended by the
County Commissioners. This meeting is an open forum for
Kootenai Cnty residents. All topics regarding the County can be
discussed with the exception to those pending decisions by the

Commissioners.

DAC Report

Hob Jenkins reported during a brief interview, that the De-
velopment Analysis Committee was in the process of listing
all the outstanding violations of Bob Holland’s various pro-
jects and would be sending those to the County Commuis-
sioners as well as other state offices.
