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Emergency Planning Group Update

The Emergency Planning Group is working on trying to
address the costs for getting the Community Center set up with an
emergency generator that will provide a warm & safe place in the
case of an extended power outage. Since the county has made it
clear that the prospects for obtaining a grant from Homeland Secu-
rity are about three years too late, the group is exploring other
means to accomplish getting the Center set up electrically with the
ability to convert to a generator, when needed. The goal is also to
purchase a gas powered generator & install it. The estimated costs
for this project are between $20,000 & $25,000. The group is go-
ing through the estimate submitted & trying to identify costs that
could be covered in various ways. Anyone with an interest is in-

On Friday the 13th, a tour was made of the fire break area
around the perimeter of Bayview that was created by Fire Smart in
2002. Larry Isenberg, who managed the Fire Smart Project, led the
tour & was very pleased to see that the area looks remarkably
good. At the time of the project, a commitment to maintain it was
made by the Bayview Community. There are only a couple of
places that require some attention. Larry explained that a weed
eater with a metal blade is the tool to use. So, the EP group is
looking to borrow one from anyone who might be willing to loan
one for this purpose. It will probably only take about an hour &
will contribute to making the community a safer place to live. If
anyone in the neighborhood has this type of weed eater, please
contact Rosemary at 683-3963.
